Thank you for the information.  Should Ms. Soule pursue a remedy from the district it would be a
liability claim and not a builders risk claim.
 
Situation #1 does not appear to point to any negligence on the part of the district, we see these
situations all the time and unless the district was made aware of a sick or dead tree and chose not to
remove it then this situation is typically seen as an “act of nature” and no liability exists.  On top of
this the trees were not on district property.  Should Ms. Soule pursue further conversation please let
me know and we will assign a claims adjuster to resolve the issue.
 
Situation #2 again would be a liability claim and not under the builders risk.  Let me know what the
engineer report indicates and if Ms. Soule wants to pursue we will assign a claims adjuster.
 
Keep in mind that a builders risk policy is a property coverage-covers damage to the project under
construction and its materials on site.   Damages done to someone else’s property is liability.
 
Hope that helps, let me know if there are other questions.

I am contacting you to make you aware of two conditions related to a single residential property at
10388 Frontier Place NW, Silverdale, WA 98383 (aka Soule Residence). The Soule property abuts the
north property line of the CKSD’s CK School Campus.
 
Issue #1: Wind-downed Trees and Roof Damage to Residence
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On 12/20/2018, at least 2 trees were downed in a windstorm causing damage to Ms. Soule’s
fencing and roof. See attached IMG_3930, IMG_3931, and IMG_3932. The fallen trees
belong to the Soule property.
Background Information: In November 2017, Ms. Soule signed the attached Agreement for
CKSD to contract and pay for the removal of six trees along her southern border that had
been identified by A.B.C. Consulting Arborist as being potentially hazardous. Ms. Soule was
given the opportunity to have additional trees removed at that time, which, if desired, were
to be paid for at her expense. Ms. Soule declined the opportunity. The six agreed-upon trees


were removed on November 6, 2017, concluding CKSD’s responsibility per the Agreement.
 
Issue #2: Stormwater Drainage and Ponding


On 12/21/18, Ms. Soule reported ponding between the south fence of her property line and
the cedar fence that is located on CKSD property. See attached IMG_3935 and IMG 3934.
Ms. Soule is concerned that:
a. the District’s development has adversely affected the drainage conditions from her


property.
b. the water contributed to the fallen trees during the wind storm


 
CKSD has reached out to its civil engineer on the project to assess the field condition and drainage
performance in the area. I anticipate that this will be reviewed in greater detail after the new year.
More information will follow after that assessment and review is complete.
 
In the meantime, I wanted to make you aware of these circumstances in the event that Ms. Soule
asks to file a claim against the District’s Builder’s Risk policy. I will be out of the office next week, as
will Robin, but if needed you may contact Beck Eatch, copied here, during my absence. I will be back

Could the
concentrated nature of this condition be contributing to the ponding that is pictured in the
attached images? If so, is there a cost-effective way to mitigate the ponding condition?


3)      Can the source of the ponding water be determined?
4)      Is there any point along the northern tennis court area where stormwater from CKSD property


could be draining toward/onto the residential properties?

I am sending the email below on behalf of Robin Shoemaker:
Good evening, Karen – I will be out of town after today until November 1. Sydney is trying to arrange
for the tree removal for sometime next week, so I wanted to reach out to you and discuss your edits
to the agreement which I had already signed without the edits.


1. To the point of Area of Work Property C last sentence on fencing:
CKSD will work with a fencing company to assess your fence for repair and/or replacement
of fencing sections needing attention. We expect that assessment may, in fact, include some
replacement of materials that are damaged beyond the ability to repair. As an example
where the top rail is bent, I would not imagine this is reparable and still look new. We also
expect that some fencing components may be reparable. But, we need the fencing company
to advise first. We are not trying to avoid proper attention to make your fence whole. At the
same time, we must be diligent to the public and treat both you and the public fairly in
expensing the resolution. So, I am anticipating that where the word “repair” is used, this will
include some replacement. We have revised the wording in the attached agreement to
clarify our intentions better. The revisions are noted in red to distinguish the revised
content.


2. To the point of Terms of the Agreement, bullet 4:
Bullet point 4 refers to any trees that the you may elect to have removed that are in addition
to outlined scope. In the case of your property, the arborist report identified 6 trees that
were recommended for removal, which includes the dead madrone tree that we previously
discussed removing. CKSD will cover the expense of removing the 6 trees. Any additional
tree removal, beyond what has been identified to date will be the responsibility and expense
of the property owner. We believe that this is a very fair and reasonable agreement.


I would ask that you recheck the trees identified for removal, as your numbers listed in the bullet at
the top of page 2 are all different than the ones that we have identified for removal. The intent of
this listing was to tie to those listed in the Area of Work Property C. If this is what you are
referencing in Terms of Agreement (item 2 above) regarding removing these added trees, in addition
to the six that were identified, this is well beyond what we could consider necessary from the
arborist recommendation, or fair and reasonable. If this is the case, we may need to meet again to
resolve, but hoping that we can move forward to get the work done before winter weather sets in
making it less feasible this fall.
To this end, attached is an updated agreement that we hope you will sign given the above feedback.
Thank you for working with us on moving forward.

Property C

Scope: CKSD will temporarily remove sections of existing black chain link fence prior to falling trees to 
accommodate a path to fall the trees. Remove 6 trees identified as #59, 62, 63, 68, 69, 72 in reference 
document. Remove existing fallen tree from CKSD property that fell into back yard of property C. 
Reinstall black chain link fence upon completion of the tree removal.  The section of fence and top rail 
that was damaged along the southern property line will be replaced as soon as the fencing vendor can 
be scheduled. However, it is unlikely that the fencing replacement will occur on the same day as the tree 
work, therefore the damaged section of fence will be temporarily reinstalled until the damaged section 
can be replaced. 



 
 
TERMS OF THE AGREEMENT 



 Property Owners grant access to their property for logging equipment and personnel to perform the 
following work. 



 Property owners agree that CKSD is permitted to remove the identified trees. 



 CKSD will pay for the removal of trees identified at each aforementioned property (A, B, C). The work 
pertains to the above‐ground portion of trees only. Stumps shall remain in the ground.  



 Additional tree removal, if desired by the property owner, will be the responsibility and expense of the 
property owner. 



 The location of the identified trees is based upon CKSD’s best judgement of property line locations. 
CKSD is not responsible for verifying property line boundaries. Property Owners are responsible for 
verifying that the identified trees are located within their property boundaries. 



 Fallen trees may remove or damage limbs of adjacent trees when they fall down. Reasonable efforts will 
be taken to minimize damage to surrounding vegetation, trees, and fences, however CKSD and its 
logging contractor are not responsible for ensuing damage should it occur.  











 Care will be taken to avoid driving over the septic field, provided that the Property Owner clearly and 
accurately marks the boundary of said area. 



 Unless clarified below, all tree trunks, limbs, and debris associated with the aforementioned scope of 
work will be removed from the site. Stumps will remain in place. If property owners wish to retain fallen 
trunk sections for their purposes, please state the trunks to remain by referencing the specific tree 
ID#(s) as follows:

If trunk sections are retained by the Property Owner, CKSD is not responsible for cutting the logs into 
sections smaller than 8’. 



 When the aforementioned work is finished, this will conclude the District’s agreement and 
responsibilities regarding this matter. Future tree assessment or removal, if desired by the property 
owner, will be the responsibility and expense of the property owner. 



 CKSD is not responsible for the condition or longevity of trees that remain on residential property. 



 If there is a dispute as to whether CKSD removed an incorrect tree, CKSD’s liability to the property 
owner shall only be to remove a tree that the property owner believes was required to be removed per 
this agreement.  CKSD and its contractor shall not be liable for any damages for removing an incorrect 
tree. 



 Except for the costs of performing the work described in this agreement, CKSD is not responsible to the 
property owner for any other costs or expenses of any kind.

Good evening, Karen – I will be out of town after today until November 1. Sydney is
trying to arrange for the tree removal for sometime next week, so I wanted to reach
out to you and discuss your edits to the agreement which I had already signed without
the edits.


1. To the point of Area of Work Property C last sentence on fencing:
CKSD will work with a fencing company to assess your fence for repair and/or
replacement of fencing sections needing attention. We expect that assessment
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may, in fact, include some replacement of materials that are damaged beyond
the ability to repair. As an example where the top rail is bent, I would not
imagine this is reparable and still look new. We also expect that some fencing
components may be reparable. But, we need the fencing company to advise
first. We are not trying to avoid proper attention to make your fence whole. At
the same time, we must be diligent to the public and treat both you and the
public fairly in expensing the resolution. So, I am anticipating that where the
word “repair” is used, this will include some replacement. We have revised the
wording in the attached agreement to clarify our intentions better. The
revisions are noted in red to distinguish the revised content.


2. To the point of Terms of the Agreement, bullet 4:
Bullet point 4 refers to any trees that the you may elect to have removed that
are in addition to outlined scope. In the case of your property, the arborist
report identified 6 trees that were recommended for removal, which includes
the dead madrone tree that we previously discussed removing. CKSD will cover
the expense of removing the 6 trees. Any additional tree removal, beyond what
has been identified to date will be the responsibility and expense of the
property owner. We believe that this is a very fair and reasonable agreement.


I would ask that you recheck the trees identified for removal, as your numbers listed in
the bullet at the top of page 2 are all different than the ones that we have identified for
removal. The intent of this listing was to tie to those listed in the Area of Work Property
C. If this is what you are referencing in Terms of Agreement (item 2 above) regarding
removing these added trees, in addition to the six that were identified, this is well
beyond what we could consider necessary from the arborist recommendation, or fair
and reasonable. If this is the case, we may need to meet again to resolve, but hoping
that we can move forward to get the work done before winter weather sets in making
it less feasible this fall.
To this end, attached is an updated agreement that we hope you will sign given the
above feedback.

We expect that assessment may, in fact, include some replacement
of materials that are damaged beyond the ability to repair. As an
example where the top rail is bent, I would not imagine this is
reparable and still look new. We also expect that some fencing
components may be reparable. But, we need the fencing company
to advise first. We are not trying to avoid proper attention to make
your fence whole. At the same time, we must be diligent to the
public and treat both you and the public fairly in expensing the
resolution. So, I am anticipating that where the word “repair” is
used, this will include some replacement. We have revised the
wording in the attached agreement to clarify our intentions better.
The revisions are noted in red to distinguish the revised content.
2. To the point of Terms of the Agreement, bullet 4:
Bullet point 4 refers to any trees that the you may elect to have
removed that are in addition to outlined scope. In the case of your
property, the arborist report identified 6 trees that were
recommended for removal, which includes the dead madrone tree
that we previously discussed removing. CKSD will cover the
expense of removing the 6 trees.

Assignment:  
Assess the trees on 4 properties adjoining the north property-line and a strip of trees on the north end of the school 
property. I am to assess the trees general health and viability over the next 5 years. I will test the trees for internal decay 
as I deem prudent. A written summary report of my observations and findings is requested.  
 
Site:  
The site was recently cleared and graded, exposing trees 56-85 to sun and the prevailing winds. Soils are well drained, 
moderate in depth and compaction. Decay pathogens were noted, primarily on-site A, minor decay noted on site C.  No 
other relevant site conditions were noted. 
 
Purpose: 
1) This report is intended to identify tree(s) and/or defects that pose a risk to the users of the above property, the 
neighboring homes, the owners and their guests. 2) provide reasonable mitigation options to reduce risk to acceptable 
levels. 3) To document tree hazards for obtaining A tree cutting permit if one is required. (additional ISA risk assessment 
forms are available if needed)  



 
Methodology:  
To evaluate the trees for risk and prepare this report I drew upon my 30+ years of experience in the field of arboriculture 
and my formal education. Following the protocol established by the International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) Best 
Management Practices (BMP) for Construction Management and for Risk Assessment ANSI A300 parts 5 and 9.   
The site was assessed for any noted condition that may have a negative impact on the local forest including but not 
limited to: 1) History of tree failure (wind throw) 2) Change in wind patterns 3) Soil depth 4) Soil hydrology 5) Grade 
changes 6) Fungal fruiting bodies/decay pathogens.   
On date Referenced above, I performed a level 1 risk assessment and as I deemed prudent, decay testing on the subject 
trees and:  
1. The crown of the trees were examined for current vigor. Inspecting the crown (foliage, buds and branches) for color, 
density, form, and annual shoot growth, limb dieback and disease. Branches were inspected for cracks and other defects, 
as well as needs for remedial pruning.

SUMMARY:  
The assessment area involves 5 properties they are refenced as, N onsite, and sites A, B, C, and D.  
The following is a brief summary of each site.  
 
N. Onsite: 
There are 20 trees in this area tagged and numbered 1-20. Random decay testing was done on this population of trees, no 
significant pathogens was noted. 3 trees have defects that should be mitigated over the next 24 months. 3 should be 
monitored for changes in their health. The recent clearing to the Southwest has little to no impact on the trees in this area. 
The trees in this area should be long-term viable. Reassess in 5-7 years or after a significant weather event.  
Trees 55-78 exposed to increased sun and/or winds.  
 
Area A: 
There are 20 trees in this area tagged and numbered 21-40. As decay was found in this area most trees were tested for decay 
in the root crowns. 5 trees should be monitored for changes in their health, 8 trees had decay in the root crowns and likely the 
roots. The decay pathogens are likely Phaeolus schweinitizii and Phellinus sulphurascens. Phaeolus schweinitizii spreads by 
spores and root to root contact, Phellinus sulphurascens spreads by root to root contact at a rate of 1-2 feet per year, it is 
likely that other trees in this area have root decay that hadn’t advanced far enough to be detectable at this time. The recent 
clearing to the Southwest should have little to no impact on the trees long-term health and viability. The trees are more likely 
to fail as a result of the root decay noted then by and changes in site conditions as a result of the clearing. Reassess in 3-5 
years or after a significant weather event.  
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Area B: 
There are 18 trees in this area, they are tagged and numbered 41-58. As decay was found in area A, most of the trees in this 
area were decay tested. 1 tree was found to have root decay. 1 tree was stressed and in decline, likely as a result of the recent 
clearing. The impacts to this area from the recent clearing to the south/southwest shouldn’t have an impact on the trees long-
term health or viability. Reassess in 5-7 years or after a significant weather event.  
 
Area C: 
There are 15 trees in this area they are tagged and numbered 59-74. 6 of the trees have decay or defects of not and should be 
removed. 6 of the trees should be monitored for changes in their health. Recent clearing to the south has exposed the to 
increased sunlight and the prevailing south/southwest winds. Due to the recent exposure most of the trees were decay tested.  
The full impacts of the clearing to this site wont be fully known for a couple of years, however, the trees are more likely to 
fail as a result of the root decay and defects noted then by and changes in site conditions as a result of the clearing. After a 
couple of years the trees will adapt to the new conditions and they should be reassessed in 3 years or after a significant 
weather event.  
 
Area D: 
There are 15 trees in this area, they are tagged and numbered 75-91. As no decay was noted close, 7 of the trees were decay 
tested and no decay was noted. Trees 86-91 were given a one sided level 1 visual assessment. 13 of the trees appear to be in 
good health and vigor, and 2 trees are stressed and should be monitored for changes in their health. The recent clearing to the 
south should have little to no impact on the trees long-term health and viability. Reassess in 5-7 years or after a significant 
weather event.
