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I.  PURPOSE AND SCOPE

The manner of dress and grooming of the Department’s Narcotics Division Agents will be plainclothes.  The purpose of plainclothes is for Agents not to have their identity broadcasted when in a covert role, but personnel should always strive to present the highest possible standard of appearance. 

II. GENERAL RULES 

Dublin Police Department Narcotics Agents’ clothing will consist of the following: 
(Items will not contain any insignia of political agenda, gang reference, or abusive language).

1. Pants - Jeans and/or casual pants.  No shorts are permitted.

2. Shirts -T-shirts and collared shirts should be worn untucked as to conceal weapons, handcuffs, and/or recording equipment.  

3. Hats - flat-billed baseball-style caps and/or watch/beanie caps.  

4. Footwear – Athletic, casual shoes and/or boots that are laced on. 

5. Jackets/Coats - Length and size appropriate to conceal firearms and handcuffs. 

6. Badges - Badges may be worn around the neck on a chain or on a belt with the firearm.

7. Holsters - See SOP A-017 sec IV, C.

8. Grooming -Males/Females - See SOP A-020 sec VII. (Males may be exempted from the length of hair on the face and head.)  

9. Weapons and handcuffs:  Will be always clean and in good working order. Weapons and handcuffs should be worn concealed when appropriate.

10. Police Department ID:  At all times will carry a departmental Police ID. 




III. SPECIAL ASSIGNMENTS AND UNDERCOVER OPERATIONS

When an officer is assigned to a special assignment or an undercover operation (ex: making a controlled purchase) the clothing attire will be designated as needed for that assignment.  

IV.  POLICE ACTION REQUIRED

When a Narcotics Agent is in plainclothes and police action must be taken (i.e., traffic stop, vehicle accident, arrest, etc.), the Narcotics Agent will don an issued outer-carrier protective vest and/or a traffic vest and display their badge as to identify their self as a Dublin Police Officer.

NOTE: Always the agent must have immediate access to his/her protective/ballistic vest and a BWC.

When a Narcotics Agent is required to testify in any court proceeding, a “Class A” uniform or business attire is required.  

Failure to wear the complete regulation clothing as authorized for the current duty assignment, failure to wear or carry such special uniform items or equipment as may be required, or failure to have clothing or equipment cleaned and properly maintained is considered as being “Out of Uniform” and subjects the employee to corrective action.  

V.  PLAINCLOTHES ALLOWANCE

Agents assigned to the Narcotics Division will receive a plain clothes allowance to offset the expense of clothing purchases.  Agents must turn in all receipts for clothing purchases (duty-worn) to the Narcotics Supervisor. Footwear will be purchased through Supply. This allowance will be budgeted annually.  



The Chief of Police is the final authority with reference to plainclothes policy.  
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
