PURPOSE:   


The purpose of this Policy is to provide guidelines for Board of Supervisors protective detail.

POLICY:
The Yuma County Sheriff’s Office (“Office”) is committed to preserve order and provide a safe environment for the Board of Supervisors (“BOS”) and the public during public meetings at the Board of Supervisors Auditorium and County Administration Building located at 198 S. Main Street, Yuma Arizona 85364.

609.4
PROCEDURE: 

A. Reporting for Detail.

1. Deputies will arrive fifteen (15) minutes early.

2. Deputies will be neat and presentable in the appropriate duty uniform, to include, shined boots, wrangler pants, short or long sleeve duty shirt, vest, duty belt, and equipment.

3. Deputies will be Taser qualified and so armed.

4. Deputies will not wear a cover for this detail.

5. Deputies will present an appropriate military bearing, i.e., no leaning against items, slouching, or slumping in chairs.

B.
Duties.

1.
Prior to the convening of the BOS, the deputy will survey the exterior of the BOS Auditorium and the County Administrative Building for any improvised explosive devices or other items of concern.

2.
Deputies will survey the interior of the Auditorium and the entrance and lobby of the Administrative Building for items of concern.

3.
Deputies will position themselves at the main entrance to the BOS Auditorium and observe the public as they enter the building for the meeting and close the door after the last person enters.

4.
Deputies will then position themselves to the interior south side of the entrance to observe the audience during the session.

5.
Deputies are to restrict themselves to the enforcement of the Arizona Revised Statutes and under no circumstances, shall become involved in testifying or answering questions during the BOS meeting.  All questions are to be referred to the Sheriff or his designate.


C.
Responsibilities.



1.
Deputies are not to enforce BOS rules.

a.
Deputies shall not remove individuals from the podium when the Chairman informs the individual his/her time is up.  However, if the Chairman instructs the individual to leave and that individual refuses, law enforcement can be taken at that point.

2.
Threats to the members of the Board or its staff will be dealt with in the manner appropriate to the situation. 

3.
If the Chairman instructs an individual to leave the Auditorium and the individual refuses, the Chairman must inform the individual that he/she is trespassing before the appropriate law enforcement action can be taken.

4.
If the audience becomes unruly, the Deputy will contact communications, advise the dispatcher of the situation, request additional units, and advise the chain of command.

5.
The general public is not permitted to carry concealed weapons into County buildings. If the Deputy suspects an individual of carrying a concealed weapon, he/she will escort the individual out of the building, advise the individual of the Deputy’s concerns and perform a weapons search of the individual for officer safety issues.  If a weapon is located, the appropriate law enforcement action will be taken.
