MOTION TO TAKE JUDICIAL NOTICE

NOW COMES, Petitioner Scott Huminski (“Huminski”) and moves that the 

Court take judicial notice of the 7/31/2017 Affidavit filed in State v. Huminski, 17-

MM-815, Lee County Court (previously contempt allegations in Huminski v. Gilbert  ,   

et al., 17-CA-421, 20th Circuit Court) after the lawless transfer of contempt from the 

Circuit to the Lee County Court.  A true and correct copy of the 7/31/2017 affidavit, 

as-filed in State v. Huminski, 17-MM-815, is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”.  

The affidavit contains a listing of docket entries from the Circuit Court, 17-

CA-421 (post April 2017 bankruptcy filing), that detail violations of the automatic 

stay,  11 U.S.C.  § 362.    The affidavit  also  memorializes  that  the Circuit  Court 

contempt show cause order transformed from 120 pages to 3 pages prior to service 

omitting 117 pages of attachments suggesting that the service in the Circuit Court 

was  fatally  flawed and incomplete.   Regardless,  no  service  occurred in  State  v.  

Huminski,  17-MM-815.   Whoever  migrated the 6/5/2017 Circuit  Court  contempt 
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show cause order to the Lee County Court chose to not migrate the 6/26/2017 Notice 

of  Removal  into  the  County  case.   Federal  removal  negatively  impacted  the 

contempt claims in Huminski v. Gilbert prompting courthouse staff to file State v.  

Huminski in County Court to evade federal jurisdiction.

A few weeks after the affidavit filing, the presiding Circuit Court judge sua 

sponte recused with several denied Huminski motions for recusal on the record.
