A.D. was admitted to Children’s Hospital on 9/15/17 with seizure activity.  Report stated “he was found to have a left side subdural hematoma with no medical cause to date.  Trauma is most likely case of SDH and there is no reported trauma.”

CP investigator discovered during the investigation that an aunt that was caring for A.D. text the mother that while caring for A.D. aunt fell on top of child and he hit his head on the ground.  


Worker consulted with Midwest Children’s Resource Center and the professionals there did not believe his injury would have occurred from the fall described by the aunt.

Ramsey County Social Services made a finding of maltreatment against the aunt.
