On 11/19/2018 H.T.’s mother, M.B., had H.T. sleep next to her on a couple of pillows and thought he would be safe.  M.B. reported later in the morning she woke up and found H.T. on the pillows face down. He was no longer breathing.  M.B. told the father, C.T. to call 911, and she administered CPR until medics arrived.  

The final diagnosis by the medical examiner was “no anatomic cause of death.”  The report also noted there was “no evidence of traumatic injuries.”
