Report of Physical Abuse of 1-month old Ja. T. by his father Jo. T.. Report indicates that on 11/19/2017, Reporter was dispatched to 420 Labore Road in Little Canada on a report of child abuse which occurred earlier in the day on 11/19/2017. Report indicates that when Reporter arrived, Reporter made contact with grandmother of Ja. T., Te.B.. Report indicates that Te.B. was "crying hysterically and obviously upset." Report indicates that Reporter attempted to calm her down and explain what happened. Report indicates that Te.B. stated that Ja. T. was struck in the face by T.B.' boyfriend (Jo. T.) earlier in the day on 11/19/2017. Report indicates that Reporter spoke to T.B. and she stated that "she has been staying with Jo. T. at 165 County Road B2, #235. Report indicates that T.B. stated that she has been seeing him for approximately one ear and that they have a son together, who is Ja. T.. Report indicates that at around 8:00AM on 11/19/2017, Jo. T. arrived home from work. Report indicates that Ja. T. was crying throughout the evening and into the morning and Jo. T. became very upset and frustrated at Ja. T. crying and picked Ja. T. up and out of the crib. Report indicates that T.B. saw Jo. T. "strike Ja. T. at least 3-4 times in the face". Report indicates that T.B. began yelling at Jo. T. to stop hitting Ja. T. and he did not stop. Report indicates that T.B. continued to plead with Jo. T. to stop hitting Ja. T.. Report indicates that Jo. T. finally stopped by "throwing the child on the crib". Report indicates that T.B. then "put water on Ja. T.'s face". Report indicates that this was an attempt to see if Ja. T. was responsive. Report indicates that T.B. gathered some of her personal belongings and Ja. T. and then left the residence. Report indicates that T.B. took a cab to her Te.B.'s residence and arrived at 8:30AM on 11/19/2017. Report indicates that T.B. did not report the incident to anyone. Report indicates that T.B. then put the baby into a crib at Burnside's residence. Report indicates that Ms. Billsups was "too afraid, frightened, and scared of him (Jo. T.) to report the incident to anyone else". Report indicates that it was not until later in the day on 11/19/2017 that this incident was reporter. Report indicates that it was reported and discovered by Te.B.. Report indicates that Te.B. noticed that T.B. was acting "strange". Report indicates that Jo. T. showed up at Te.B.'s residence and Te.B. asked Jo. T. if he "put hands on" T.B.. Report indicates that Jo. T. stated, "na, I didn't put hands on your daughter, I put hands on my son (Ja. T.)". Report indicates that Te.B. then went to check on Ja. T. and she immediately noticed that Ja. T. had some discoloration in his face/neck region. Report indicates that Ja. T. seemed "out of it" and was looking at her "differently'". Report indicates that Te.B. continued to inspect Ja. T.'s face and it appeared to her that the bruising was continuously getting worse. Report indicates that Te.B. then asked T.B. was had occurred and T.B. explained. Report indicates, the police were called shortly thereafter. Report indicates that Reporter visually inspected Ja. T. and noticed substantial bruising to Ja. T.'s face/neck region. Report indicates that Reporter also noticed a bruise on Ja. T.'s right side stomach area. Report indicates that photos were taken of Ja. T. and Allina was called to respond for a routine evaluation. Report indicates that Allina arrived and assessed Ja. T. ("run number: 171090205). Report indicates that Allina staff immediately voiced their concerns and requested that Ja. T. immediately be transported to Children's Hospital. Report indicates that Ja. T. was seen in the Emergency Room at Children's and then transported to NICU for treatment. Report indicates that Ja. T. suffered from internal bleeding of the brain and fractures of the ribs. 
Ramsey County Child Protection determined physical abuse and egregious harm of Ja. T. by his father, Jo. T.  

Jo. T. was also charged with 1st degree assault and was convicted.
